81 spaces; Enter from Second Street, north of
Elm Place.

= Second Street South EIm Lot (P6)

36 spaces for 2-hours only on Saturday between
8:00am-5:00pm or for unlimited time on Sunday;
Enter from Second Street south of EIm Place.

= First Street EIm South Lot (P7)

71 spaces; Enter from First Street, south of EIm
Place.

= South Ori Lot (P8) & North Ori Lot (P9)
112 spaces; enter from Central Avenue or Park
Avenue, east of Sheridan Road.

= Central Avenue E-S Lot (P10)

110 spaces; Enter from Central Avenue, east of
St. Johns & Sheridan Rd or west of Linden Av.

= City Hall Lot (P11)

86 spaces; Enter from Hazel Avenue, east of St.
Johns Avenue or west of Linden Avenue.

= Central Train Station East Lot (P12)

271 spaces; Enter from St. Johns Avenue, south
of Laurel Avenue.

= Ravinia Commuter Lots

225 spaces; Ravinia Train Station North Lot (P13) -
St. Johns north of Roger Williams. Ravinia Train Station
East Lot (P14) - St. Johns south of Roger Williams.
Ravinia Train Station West Lot (P15) — Burton Av south

of Roger Williams. For RW N-W Lot (P16) from Roger
Williams go north on Pleasant and east on alley to lot.

Garage Parking

= Port Clinton Parking Garage (G1)

424 spaces free parking; enter from Laurel
Avenue between Second and First Streets.

= CBD Parking Garage East (G2)

141 spaces free parking for an unlimited time;
enter from St. Johns Avenue, south of Central
Avenue or north of Laurel Avenue.

= Renaissance Place Parking Garage (G3)
378 spaces for 3-hour free parking. >3 - <6
hours = $5.50, >6 = $10; Enter from Green Bay
Road, north of Central or from Elm Place, east
of Green Bay Road or Second Street just south
of Elm Place.

2075 St. Johns Avenue — no restrictions; Enter
on St. Johns, north of EIm Place or south of Vine
Avenue.

= EIm Place School Parking Lot (A3)
2031 Sheridan Road — no restrictions; Enter on
Sheridan, north of EIm Place or south of Vine
Avenue.

= Immaculate Conception Church (A4)
Corner of Deerfield Road & Green Bay Road.
Parking available after 5:00 p.m. on Saturday
and after 1:00 p.m. on Sunday.

= Presbyterian Church (A5)

Corner of Laurel & Linden Avenues. Parking
available all day Saturday and after 12:00 p.m.
on Sunday.

= Highland Park Bank & Trust (A6)

1949 St. Johns Avenue, corner of EIm Place.
Parking available after 2:00 p.m. on Saturday
and all day Sunday.

= Bank of America (A7)

1921 St. Johns Avenue, south of EIm Place and
north of Park Avenue West. Parking available
after 4:00 p.m. on Saturday and all day Sunday
= Chase Bank (A8)

513 Central Avenue, enter lot from St. Johns
south of Park Avenue West and north of Central
Avenue. Parking available Sunday only.

= First Bank of Highland Park (A9)

1835 First Street. Parking available after 2:00
p.m. on Saturday and all day Sunday. Enter on
First Street, south of ElIm Place. No access from
Central Avenue.

= 480 EIm Place (A10)

Parking available Sunday only. Enter from EIm
Place east of St. Johns, parking is located under
the building.

From the south: Take US94/Edens Expressway
going north to IL Rte 41 North and exit East on
Central Avenue. From the west: Take Deerfield
Road going east — in Highland Park it becomes
Central Avenue and takes you to the heart of
downtown. From the north: Take IL Rte 41
South and exit East on Central Avenue.
